I Worship
21 Days of Connecting with God
Progression:

1) Believing that God is and that He is a Rewarder of those who diligently seek Him. The comfort of God’s Word.
2) Ask, Seek, Knock, the promise of Jesus, (The two greatest commandments).

3) Lord reveal Yourself to me, I want to know You.

4) Known by God. Created in God’s image.
5) Knowing God, Eternal Life (For now we see through a glass dimly, but later we will know even as we are known), focusing on eternity.
6) God is seeking those who will worship Him in spirit and truth.

7) Worshipping God in spirit, the human spirit, the Holy Spirit.

8) Worshipping God in truth, Jesus is the truth.

9) Salvation the free gift of God, our new identity in Christ, hunger and thirst for righteousness. Entrance into the Holy of Holies, the privilege of the saved.
10) Who are you God? The Great I am.
11) Who are you God? The I am declarations of Jesus Christ.

12) The Heavens declare the Glory of God, His invisible attributes understood through what He has created.

13) Connecting with God in private, draw near to God and God will draw near to you. (Cleanse hands, purify hearts).

14) Does God hear ‘my’ prayers? God’s promises, great and precious. Praying according to His will.
15) Private prayers, private fasting, private worship, without wrath or doubting.

16) Singing and making melody from the heart. Is any among you glad? Let them sing.

17) Bringing the difficulties of life to God, crying out. Is any among you heavy of heart? Let them pray. Where is God when it hurts? Suffering with Christ and vice versa.
18) Physical expressions of devotion and praise, hands and feet, clap, shout, kneeling, prostration.
19) Members of the Body of Christ, edification, service, the one another sayings. Bearing one another’s burdens.
20) Corporate worship, overcoming distractions, your worship team.

21) Let’s worship. Gaining history as ‘His Story’ and building on our past experiences with God.
Ron: >    Created to worship – Scripture is clear that all of creation finds its delight in worshiping God, and this would include people…and certainly at a much higher level than the rest of creation.

>    My life as worship – When rightly understood, worship isn’t just an act or set of activities we engage in, it is a mindset that we must choose each day, and when we do whatever our hand finds to do can and should be done to God’s glory…and therefore is part of our worship of and to Him.

>    Planned vs. Spontaneous – Healthy worship must be both planned and spontaneous. When people encountered God in a way they hadn’t expected, their natural response was to immediately worship God through a song, dance, shout, offering, etc. God loves to surprise His kids, and He loves it when we recognize where that surprise came from. However, worship can and also should be meticulously planned and well prepared for. The way David organized those who would lead worship at the Tabernacle, and later Solomon for the Temple , and the singers who led the army into battle would all be great examples of corporate worship that was planned in advance, prepared for, and then presented as an offering of praise to God.

>    Personal vs. Corporate – Healthy worship also has these two dimensions, and each enhances the other. When we have great times of corporate worship, our times of personal worship are often more vibrant. And when we have been meeting God daily and worshiping Him personally, when we get together our corporate praise comes from the overflow of our personal praise. What is really important is for us to realize that neither can adequately replace the other.
