Introduction to Preaching & Teaching God's Word

1. The life of an aspiring preacher\teacher.


a. Personal testimony of: conviction, repentance, & salvation by grace through 


faith. (Ephesians 2:1-10)


b. Commitment to personal discipleship. (Matthew 28: 18-20)


c. On the path with God.



- Prayer life. (Matthew 6:10)



- Time in the word. (Psalm 119: 9-11)



- Willingness to serve. (Matthew 20:28, Mark 10:45)



- Working on your own issues. (Philipians 2:12-13)

2. The call to preach\teach.


a. General call. (Romans 10:14-15, Mark 16:15, Matthew 28:19-20)


b. Identifying your gifts and calling. (Romans 11:29)



- Motivational gifts (Romans 12:1-8)



- Ministry gifts (Ephesians 4:7-13, 1 Cor 12:28-31)



- Manifestation gifts (1Cor 12:1-11)

3. What to preach\teach about.


a. Spontaneous evangelism or edification. (1 Peter 3:15)


b. Planned preaching/teaching.



- The question is: what does God want to talk about? (Isaiah 55:9-11)



- Often born out of your studies and meditations on the word if you are 


letting God direct them. (2 Tim 3:16-17)



- Opportunity arising out of the needs of the church, the general tasks of 


participation in evangelism and discipleship of members. (1 Peter 5:1-5)

4. Scriptural Preaching/Teaching
a. Rightly dividing the Word of truth (2 Tim 2:15, 2 Tim 3:16-17)

b. Allow the Bible to interpret the Bible, separation of authoritative truth vs. opinion or emotionalism (Rom 12:16, 1 Cor 7:25, 2 Peter 1:20-21)

c. Letting the Holy Spirit steer the boat before, during, after (John 16: 5-15)

a. Identifying with Jesus, how did He know what to do or what to talk about? (John 5:19-21, 6:38, 7:16)

d. Understanding Authority, use/permission (Matt 8:5-12, 28:18, Luke 9:1-6)

e. Understanding the enemy, (2 Cor 2:10-11, Isaiah 14:12-15, Eze 28:11-19)

4. Preparation and delivery.


a. Setting aside enough time to prepare. (Psalm 90:12)


b. Allowing yourself to grow by starting with what you are able. (2 Peter 3:18)

c. Consider your audience, what manner of people are they? Consider their needs and where they are at: Evangelism, Edification, a mixture, educational level, age, general occupation, what is relevant to them? (1 Cor 9:22)


d. Anticipate the questions you raise and answer them promptly. (John 3:3-4)


e. Adding personal experiences, humor, etc. Remember that preaching and 
personal testimony are two different things. (2Cor 8:5)


d. Dealing with nervousness. (Prov 3:5)


e. Dealing with stumbling during delivery. (Prov 24:16)


f. Dealing with hecklers. (2 Tim 2:25-26)


g. Using Fear(s) (Ps 56:3-4)


h. Calling people to change, handling the after effects of preaching, what do they 
need? (Acts 2:38-40, 10:47, Rom 12:15)

Assignments:

1. Using the guidance given above prepare one sermon or teaching session of 10-20 minutes length for delivery to your training group. (Evangelistic, Edification, or a mixture.)

2. Be present to listen to and critique the sermons given by the other group members for #1 above.

3. Listen to your pastor's next few sermons and observe the following:


- If he seemed to get lost, how did he recover?


- Did he leave you with hanging or unanswered questions?


- How was his preaching relevant to the group he addressed?

4. Using the guidance given above prepare one sermon or teaching session of 10-30 minutes length for delivery to your church or sub-church group, (pastor's permission required). The message should be mainly edification of the saved but should include the gospel.

5. For Preachers: using the guidance given above prepare one sermon of 10-20 minutes length for delivery outside of your church, (pastor's permission required). The message should be balanced between evangelism and edification of the saved depending on the group addressed.
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
