Matthew 28:19 In the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit
(One of the most direct references to God as a representing Himself in three persons.)

What came to me as I read this weeks section in 1 Kings and 2 Chron, was to spend a bit of time exploring some of the relevance of the Trinity.

Genesis 1:1-3, the Trinity in the beginning
God, Spirit of God, God spoke (Word of God) 

John 1:1-3, 14 

Genesis 1:27, mankind made in the image of God, Matthew 22:17-21 Render to God that which is God’s
(Draw Tabernacle/Temple)

Hebrew chapter 8: 1-2, 4-5

Moses made the tabernacle according to the pattern he was shown on Sinai

The tabernacle and the temple are copies of the one in Heaven made, if you will, ‘in it’s image according to it’s likeness’
Let’s consider the layout of the tabernacle/temple

Outer court, altar of sacrifice and laver for cleansing

Holy place, Table of showbread, Menorah candlestick, altar of incense

Holy of Holies, ark of the covenant, dwelling of God, where they met with God
The Veil of separation

Signification: God loves and wants to dwell among mankind even thou we are sinful, 
God’s perfection/His justice prevents salvation until veil(separation) taken away in Christ. 
Believers who died pre-death of Christ went to await Jesus coming on Abraham’s side of Hades or Sheol
The Veil is now gone and there is no further need for sacrifices

Had the Jews had received Christ then no reason the temple would not still be there and be the original church building, incense, lamps, bread, certainly offerings and worship

High priest job was to insure people are connected with God, Jesus job now, and is reflected in many pastors

Hebrews 4:14-16

The Job of the rest of priests the Levitical family was to assist and upkeep the tabernalce, 
In the case of the temple we have seen they also became leaders in worship, treasurers, gatekeepers, watchmen, etc.

Imagine if everyone went to temple but no one ever offered for or cared for it’s upkeep! 

King Josiah’s time? Had even lost the Testament, there was to be big change when it is found.

2 Kings 22:3-5, 8-11

The tabernacle and temple were made in the image and likeness of the Heavenly temple of God
We are made in the image and after the likeness of God, there is a great parallel here and a great expression of God’s Trinity in His creation
(Overlay Spirit, Soul, Body)
Soul, another Trinity of: mind, will, emotions

Spirit, alive through Christ or dead in sin, a reverse veil

Body and soul get all wear and tear of live, need upkeep, high priest you can’t do it alone, one another needed to encourage and edify

1 Corinthians 3:16-17, 6:19-20
Now being born again through the Spirit of Christ there is life in us, who are the temple of God
God’s intent is to extend that life from the Most Holy place of our Spirit into the Holy place of our Souls seen in the cleansing of our mind, reparation of our emotions, and submission of our will, and express it through the outer court of our body seen in our cleansing and sacrifices in His service.

Romans 8:9-11

Colossians 3:8-10
For this we need one another’s help, it’s too big a job to do alone, seek encouragement and fellowship and offer the same.
