Sermon title: What's in a name? (Numbers from Strong’s Concordance)
Gen 1:1a

1
In the beginning God         

430  'elohiym (el-o-heem');

plural of 433; gods in the ordinary sense; but specifically used (in the plural thus, especially with the article) of the supreme God; occasionally applied by way of deference to magistrates; and sometimes as a superlative: 

Moses met God at the burning bush:

Moses: What is your name? God: I am that I am. Known formerly as the Almighty.


Jehovah, the existing one or YHWH (Yahweh), He who is. The Jews considered this name so Holy that they did not spell or pronounce it, rather transliterating it without vowels as YHWH or saying 'the Lord'. (We must not be concerned about this name just because it has been appropriated by a particular cult, it is God's name.)

Exodus 3:13-15

13
Then Moses said to God, "Indeed, when I come to the children of Israel and say to them, 'The God of your fathers has sent me to you,' and they say to me, 'What is His name?' what shall I say to them?"

14
And God said to Moses, "I AM WHO I AM." And He said, "Thus you shall say to the children of Israel, 'I AM has sent me to you.'"

15
Moreover God said to Moses, "Thus you shall say to the children of Israel: 'The LORD God of your fathers, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, has sent me to you. This is My name forever, and this is My memorial to all generations.'

What is His Name? (looking at the concept of name)
8034 shem (shame); a primitive word [perhaps rather from OT:7760 through the idea of definite and conspicuous position; compare OT:8064]; an appellation, as a mark or memorial of individuality; by implication honor, authority, character:

KJV - + base, [in-] fame [-ous], named (-d), renown, report.

Exodus 6:2-3

2 
And God spake unto Moses, and said unto him, I am the LORD:

3 
And I appeared unto Abraham, unto Isaac, and unto Jacob, by the name of God Almighty, but by my name JEHOVAH was I not known to them.

KJV

(LORD in verse 2 is the same as JEHOVAH in verse 3 #3068 in Strong’s concordance.)

(God Almighty is #410 El’ for God-Masculine and  #7706 Shadday for Almighty, El’ Shadday)

7706  Shadday (shad-dah'-ee); from OT:7703; the Almighty:

KJV - Almighty.

3068  Yehovah (yeh-ho-vaw');

from 1961; (the) self-Existent or Eternal; Jehovah, Jewish national name of God: 

KJV-- Jehovah, the Lord. Compare 3050, 3069.

Throughout the OT and NT God has used this name to reveal more about Himself to us.

Moses would have 3 more revelations of Jehovah or Yahweh


Exodus 15:26 Yahweh Rapha (I am the LORD who heals you)

Exodus 17:15 Jehovah Nissi (The-LORD-is-my-banner)

Exodus 31:13 Yahweh Qadesh (I am the LORD who sanctifies you)
Abraham would gain one of the biggest insights of his life on Mount Moriah


Genesis 22:14 Jehovah Jireh (the-LORD-will-provide)
From Judges 6:24 Jehovah Shalom (The-LORD-is-peace)
From David's Psalm 23:1 Yahweh Raah (The LORD is my shepherd)
From the prophet Jeremiah 23:6, 33:16 Yahweh Tsedeq (The LORD our righteousness)
From the prophet Exekiel 48:35 Jehovah Shammah (The LORD is there)
Matthew 1:21, Joseph was told by the angel: 'You shall call His name Jesus for He shall save His people from their sins'. Jesus (Yeshua) = Joshua (Jehoshua) meaning Jehovah Saves or Jehovah is Salvation.

sozo (sode'-zo); from a primary sos (contraction for obsolete saoz, "safe"); to save, i.e. deliver or protect (literally or figuratively):

KJV - heal, preserve, save (self), do well, be (make) whole.
2424  Iesous (ee-ay-sooce');

of Hebrew origin [3091]; Jesus (i.e. Jehoshua), the name of our Lord and two (three) other Israelites: 

KJV-- Jesus.

3091  Yehowshuwa` (yeh-ho-shoo'-ah);

or Yehowshu` a (yeh-ho-shoo'-ah); from 3068 and 3467; Jehovah-saved; Jehoshua (i.e. Joshua), the Jewish leader: -Jehoshua, Jehoshuah, Joshua. Compare 1954, 3442.

3068  Yehovah (yeh-ho-vaw');

from 1961; (the) self-Existent or Eternal; Jehovah, Jewish national name of God: 

KJV-- Jehovah, the Lord. Compare 3050, 3069.

3467  yasha` (yaw-shah');

a primitive root; properly, to be open, wide or free, i.e. (by implication) to be safe; causatively, to free or succor: 
Jesus revealed the truth of His nature through the same identifying name 'I AM'.

John records these sayings for us in particular:

John 14:6 I am the way the truth and the life.

John 8:12 and 9:5 I am the light of the world.

John 6:35 I am the bread of life.

John 10:7 I am the door, he who enters by me will be saved.

John 10:11 I am the good shepherd who gives His life for the sheep.

John 15:1 I am the true vine.

John 8:58 Before Abraham was I am (Jews tried to stone Him for this saying).

John 4: 26 I who speak to you am (the Messiah).

These descriptions which God has revealed in His statements and interactions with people show us some of His character, God’s characteristics reveal Him to be good towards man, to be someone who is for us, who has extended Himself on our behalf. 
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
